The Texas Bond Review Board convened in a called board meeting following the planning session on Tuesday, August 17, 2001, in Room E2.026 of the Capitol Extension in Austin, Texas.  Present were: Wayne Roberts, representing Governor Rick Perry, Melissa Guthrie, representing Lieutenant Governor Bill Ratliff; Leslie Lemon, representing Speaker Pete Laney; and Lita Gonzalez, representing Comptroller Carole Keeton Rylander;.  Also in attendance were: Jim Thomassen, Office of the Attorney General; Bond Finance Office staff members; and others.

Wayne Roberts, as Chair, called the meeting to order at 12:09 p.m. 

The agenda item related to the Texas State Affordable Housing Corporation was not discussed.

Approval for publication of proposed amendments to agency rules — Title 34 Public Finance, Part IX Texas Bond Review Board, Chapter 181, Subchapter and Chapter 190

UPON MOTION BY MELISSA GUTHRIE AND SECOND BY WAYNE ROBERTS, THE TEXAS BOND REVIEW BOARD DIRECTED BOND FINANCE OFFICE STAFF TO HAVE THE PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE RULES FOR THE PRIVATE ACTIVITY BOND ALLOCATION PROGRAM, TITLE 34, CHAPTER 190, PUBLISHED IN THE TEXAS REGISTER.

UPON MOTION BY LITA GONZALEZ AND SECOND BY WAYNE ROBERTS, THE TEXAS BOND REVIEW BOARD DIRECTED BOND FINANCE OFFICE STAFF TO HAVE THE PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE RULES FOR THE BOND REVIEW BOARD, TITLE 34 CHAPTER 181, SUBCHAPTER A, PUBLISHED IN THE TEXAS REGISTER.

Ms. Lemon asked questions related to the pending review of agency rules, including how public notice had been served in order to seek comments.  She was concerned about notice related to the potential for action to repeal Title 34, Chapter 181, Subchapter B (rules for the Public School Facilities Funding Act).  

The rule review would be posted as an agenda item for the board meeting to be held on August 29.  Mr. Thomassen advised that it would be necessary for the Board to take action to either readopt or repeal the current rules.  Notice of review and invitation for comment had been published in the Texas Register on October 20, 2000.  

Ms. Lemon asked that a summary/history be provided regarding the rules for the Public School Facilities Funding Act.  

Executive Session

The Board entered into executive session at 12:29 p.m. to discuss personnel matters and conduct a performance evaluation of the Executive Director.

The Board reconvened in open meeting at 12:56 p.m.

Upon unanimous motion, the Board voted to increase the salary of the current Executive Director, Jim Buie, to $80,000 annually, based on first availability of funding.
